·Most suitable habitat is already occupied by beaver 

·Aggressive territorial behavior means introduced 
animals will be attacked and driven away or killed 
outright  

·Most abandoned habitats have had resources depleted 
or succumbed to predation or disease 

·Almost all suitable relocation sites are recovering 
habitats 

·Extensive assessment and planning is required
